Take I-84 east. Take Capitol Avenue exit. Take exit 48A on the left to Asylum Street. Turn left at Asylum Street. Bear right at the "Y" in the road onto Asylum Avenue - continue 4 blocks. Asylum Hill Congregational Church is the large brownstone church on the right at 814 Asylum Ave.
From the east (Boston, etc.): 
Take I-84 west and keep to the right once you reach Hartford and travel through a short tunnel. After tunnel take exit 48, Asylum Avenue. At the end of the exit, turn right onto Asylum Avenue. Continue 4 blocks. Asylum Hill Congregational Church is the large brownstone church on the right at 814 Asylum Ave.
From the south (New Haven, New York, etc.): 
Take I-91 north to I-84 west, then follow the directions "From the east." 

From the north (Springfield, Bradley Airport, etc.): 
Take I-91 south to I-84 west, then follow the directions "From the east."
